
 
 

Ladies Locker Refurbishment Programme 
 
The ladies locker refurbishment programme was started immediately after the 
2009 AGM although preparations were well under way prior to this, it was 
hoped that approval would be granted by the 
members and as such work started almost 
immediately after being given the green light.   
 
 
Lady members were asked to remove all personal 
items and padlocks in order that the works could 
commence and in early March, the ugly old slim 
wooden lockers were demolished.  The old lights 
were taken away and all debris cleared from the 
area to leave a shell. 

 
 

 
 
The mess that was left by the 
removal of the lockers was 
unexpected and more work was 
required to prepare the room prior 
to the fitting of the new lockers 
than was initially anticipated. 
 
 
 

 
A false ceiling was erected to hide the ugly skylight glass areas which were so dilapidated they let little or no 
light in whatsoever.  New plasterboard was also required for the area from the ceiling to the top of the 
lockers which would be visible to all and this was erected, plastered and painted before the new motion senor 
lights were installed.

The new lockers were delivered on Thursday 25th March and installation started immediately. Some extra 
muscle was required to help the guys move the tons and tons of wood from the lorry up the stairs to the 
locker room and a couple of greens staff were drafted in. The joiners from Craftsman Quality Lockers 
worked solidly for 4 days to build, erect, install and hoover (!) the 120 lockers now in place today. 
 
 
 



 
The first impression is how much lighter the room is.  The next is 
how much space there is and how welcoming the area feels.  There 
are golf bag lockers all around the outside walls with holdall lockers 
on top of each one.  In the middle is an island of golf bag lockers 
with some additional hanging space at each end.  A vanity unit is set 
up on the right as you enter the room with small shelf and large 
mirror and which will be furnished with 2 hairdryers and some 

personal toiletries for 
members and visitors alike to 
use. 
 
 
 
The screed has been laid on the floor ready for the carpet.  The carpet 
is spike proof and coloured green to match the rest of the upstairs 
area.  Once the carpet has been laid, the lockers will be given a final 
clean and we will hopefully be ready to open the new locker room on 
schedule on 4th April 2009. 

 
 
We have started the process of allocating the new lockers to members who previously held a locker and 
application forms will be available for all other members who would like to request a locker.  Application 
forms can be obtained from the clubhouse and can also be downloaded from the website from 1st April 2009. 
 
I would like to take this opportunity to thank all the lady members for their patience during this period of 
refurbishment.
